Deposit

As space is limited, if you are interested in having your child attend you may submit a deposit of $300.00 (refundable prior to 5/1) along with submission of application, to reserve a space for your child.
Tuition

All fees and forms are due one week prior to admission into camp.  A $25.00 charge will be applied to returned checks.
Condition of Enrollment

Upon receipt of the application and deposit, we will call to arrange for a screening evaluation of every new camper.  The evaluation is necessary to determine the appropriateness of the camp experience, ability to participate in group activities as well as develop individual goals.  A non refundable fee of $140.00 is due at the time of the evaluation and a receipt will be provided for your insurance.  
Refunds

The Director reserves the right to cancel any camper enrollment whose physical or emotional behavior or influence is deemed detrimental to the best interests of the group or themselves.  In this case, the deposit or unused camp fee will be refunded.  Camper cancellation 30 days prior to start date will receive 100% reimbursement, less $75.00 processing fee.  A full time Camper that withdraws in the first or second week will receive 50% reimbursement of unused tuition.

Assumption of Risk

All camp activities present the possibility of accidental injury to the camper.  These accidents may occur despite our best efforts toward safety.  Please let us know if there are any activities in which your child should not participate.
Attire and Items to Bring

All girls must wear a one piece bathing suit in the pool. Campers should have a towel, swimsuit, plastic bag to store wet items, pool shoes, goggles if needed, water bottle, and a lunch unless they are participating in the lunch program. The majority of camp activities will be held outdoors, so it is recommended that your child wear sunscreen.  Campers should wear clothing that is durable and comfortable, (ie: shorts, t-shirts).  A hat or a visor is fine.  Gym shoes and socks are recommended.  Strapped sandals, flip-flops or Heelies are not allowed.  
Items not allowed at camp include toys, cell phones, cameras, video games, radios or other valuables.  Camp Friendship is not responsible for the loss or theft of campers’ personal belongings for use at camp.
Video and Photo 
Photos and videos are taken throughout the camp season and are compiled weekly in a photo show sent home for parents and campers to enjoy.  Some of the photos and video may be used for promotional purposes.  Your consent for promotional use is required.
